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Rickie Lee Jones to Headline Live Oak Music Festival

Santa Barbara/San Luis Obispo, CA, March 16, 2010 — Grammy-Award-winning artist Rickie Lee Jones will be the final act at this year’s 22nd annual Live Oak Music Festival, a benefit for KCBX Public Radio.  The popular outdoor concert & camping festival takes place in the hills above Santa Barbara each Fathers’ Day weekend - June 18, 19, & 20, 2010.
In its review of her recent recording, Balm in Gilead, the Detroit Free Press called Ms. Jones “an American original [who] has that rare ability to transfix the listener with her intensely personal songs while fearlessly blazing a trail through the worlds of folk, rock and pop.”  Over the course of her 30+-year career, Rickie Lee Jones has recorded in various musical styles including R&B, blues, pop, soul, and jazz standards. She is a two-time Grammy Award-winning vocalist, musician, songwriter, and music producer who caught the world’s attention in 1979 with her eponymous first album which featured the hit single, “Chuck E’s in Love” and earned her the “Best New Artist” award. She was also nominated that year for “Best Album”, “Best Pop Vocal”, “Best Rock Vocal”, and “Best New Song”.  In 1989, she won “Best Jazz Vocal Performance” for “Makin’ Whoopee!” a duet with Dr. John.

The Live Oak Music Festival is a three-day concert and camping event held every year on Fathers’ Day weekend. 100% of festival proceeds go to support KCBX Public Radio. Nestled in the oak trees of the quiet Santa Ynez Valley, Live Oak comes alive every year as an outdoor music festival showcasing some of the finest musicians from around the world in genres ranging from traditional, folk, bluegrass and gospel, to blues, jazz, classical, and world music.  Other headline performers for 2010 include critically-acclaimed singer-songwriter Josh Ritter and the Royal City Band, blues greats The Chicago Blues Reunion, and “deep funk and super soul” group The Dynamites featuring Charles Walker.
