Get down and get funky Saturday Evening, June 19th with The Dynamites, featuring Charles Walker, who is living proof that soul music is still evolving and here to stay!  Lead singer Charles Walker doesn’t imitate, emulate or try to resuscitate a bygone nostalgic era.  He is soul, the real deal, still carrying the flaming torch of funk and soul lit back in the late 60’s at the Apollo Theater where he opened up for icons like James Brown and Wilson Pickett.  

A very special treat is in store for you on Sunday Evening, June 20th, Fathers’ Day. Dr. Lonnie Smith, Master of the Hammond B3 organ, will infuse the night with his irrepressible energy and unique style of performance. Dr. Lonnie Smith has been a leading force in jazz since 1969.  Selected as “Organ Keyboardist of Year” by the Jazz Journalist Association from 2003-2009, he has performed with some of the most notable jazz greats like Dizzy Gillespie, George Benson, Randy Brecker, and David “Fat Head” Neuman. Smith’s musical styles range from straight-ahead jazz to funk and acid jazz.  This is a rare opportunity to experience one of America’s musical icons!
